THE CALL TO WORSHIP

P: The grace of our Lord † Jesus Christ and the love of God and the fellowship of the
Holy Spirit be with you.

Christ entered in triumph into his own city to
complete his work as our Messiah: to suffer, to die, and to rise again. Let us
remember with devotion his entry that culminated at the empty tomb and
follow him with a lively faith. United with him by Baptism, we share in his
resurrection and new life.

THE FESTIVAL OF PALM SUNDAY

For 1700 years the Christian Church has celebrated with Hosannas and palm
branches this festival that opens Holy Week. The time for Christ’s glory had

come. He would not, however, gain glory in the manner of other kings.
Rather, he would humble himself in great acts of love for us, and then the
Father would exalt him to the highest place, because he had fulfilled God’s
mission to save mankind. The palm branch also signified victory in Greco-

Roman times, so the waving palms would have resembled a triumphal
procession. Jesus also arrived in Jerusalem on a donkey, which was considered
highly symbolic. At the time, a king riding a donkey symbolized peace, while a
king on a horse symbolized war. While on the cross, Jesus would victoriously

defeat Satan to bring peace to this world.

The word “hosanna” is a Hebrew word that means “Lord, save us!” The
crowds cried, “Hosanna!” at Jesus entrance into Jerusalem, and it is still the

cry of Christians today. The Lord has saved us! Hosanna!
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P: Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.
C: Hosanna in the highest!

P: Let us pray.
God our Father, we remember how Jesus entered Jerusalem and was welcomed
as a king by those who shouted “Hosanna” and spread their clothing and palm
branches in his path. Accept our praise, and listen to our prayers as we rejoice in
our triumphant King, Jesus Christ, your Son, our Lord.
