It was a
sign of God’s dreadful judgment upon sin as suffered by His Son. Hanging on the
cross, Jesus experienced the agony of hell, separation from his heavenly Father. It was not for his
own sins he suffered; he had none, but for our sins. Today, we once again take a look at the price

that the Son of God, Jesus, paid for our sins on that first Good Friday.
