Of the money they raise, they plan to use $10,000 for the clinic 
in Mwembeshi, Zambia, to repair the main nurse's home and to build a new women's shelter. The second 
mission location, Thai Village, is an organization in Chiang Mai, Thailand, that provides education and job 
opportunities to people in the community who are vulnerable or struggling.  Thai Village uses their support for 
the community as an opportunity to share the gospel.
